EXTRA INFORMATION:

On June 16 (Sunday) the Vermilion 4-H Light Horse Club will be hosting the RUSTY BIT HORSESHOW

on the Fairgrounds.  As part of that show, they will offer 2 driving classes, to be held just after lunch.  

The classes are Driving Pleasure Horse and Driving Reinsmanship.  

Entry Fee is $6 per class (late entry fee $8).  Ribbons and cash prizes are offered, $10 for First Place, $7 for 2nd place and $5 for 3rd.  

Entry forms for the Rusty Bit Show are included with the Entry form for the Triple Drive.  

GENERAL INFORMATION
 Alberta Carriage Driving Association Safety Rules apply at all times.

1. Entry Fees - $175 for 3 competitions (includes 1 Saturday night ticket), $150 for 2 competitions (includes 1 Saturday night meal ticket)  $75 for 1 competition. Note: Must enter 2 competitions to receive one Saturday night meal ticket.  Extra meal tickets may be purchased for $25.
2. Entries must be postmarked on or before JUNE 5, 2024 and will not be considered official until the funds are received.  Entry fees will be refundable subject to a Veterinarian’s or Doctor’s certificate prior to start of show. 
3. A competitors meeting will be held Friday June 14 at 7pm.  Course walk at 7:30.  
4. The organizing committee has the right to limit entries, combine classes or refuse any entry.
5. Competitors must be members of AEF or equivalent organization.
6. Please arrange to have a groom in advance of the show and alert the organizing committee if scheduling issues could arise (i.e. grooming for two drivers, drivers grooming for another driver). 
7. If scheduling permits, a person may ride on a carriage twice (driving or grooming).  
8. A competitor may compete with more than 1 entry provided they are in different divisions.
9. Any complaints or questions should be directed to the Technical Delegate.
10. The Alberta Carriage Driving Association, the East/West Chapter, the Vermilion Agriculture Society, and the officials will not be held responsible for any accident damage, injury, illness or death of horse, owners, driver, grooms, ground personnel, spectators or any person on the properties whatsoever. 
11.  Any equine 4 years old or over is eligible to compete.
12. All equines must be stabled in the stalls provided. No tie-outs or portable penning permitted. Stalls are available at $15 per night. Competitors must supply feed, bedding and clean stalls after use. There will be a $50 stabling fee for non-competing equines brought to the grounds. Stallions are permitted providing they are under complete control at all times. 
13.  Camping on site with power is available for a fee of $20/day, $10/day without power.
14. There are hotels and motels very close to site: Super 8 Motel – Phone 780-853-4741,                  Ventura Motel – Phone – 780-853-5375, Pomeroy Hotel – Phone – 780-853-3066.
15. Washrooms on site.
16. Pets must be on leash, properly restrained and not causing a disturbance.  No dogs in the dining area, please. 
17. All competitors must wear properly secured, approved headgear while on a horse or carriage at any time while on the competition grounds. Protective vests and medical arm bands are recommended for adults.
18. Juniors must wear properly secured, approved headgear and a protective vest while on a horse or carriage at any time while on the competition grounds.
19. A Release & Acknowledgement form must be signed by drivers and grooms at registration.  Parents or guardians must sign for Junior Competitors or Grooms.
20. A Food Truck will be on site.   They will be open beginning at 6:30 am Saturday and Sunday and serving throughout the day.  
21. Office hours are: Friday 4 – 7 pm, Saturday 8 – 10 am.
22. Drivers must bring their signed Safety Checklist to the Safety Inspection and wheel measurement at least 15 minutes prior to dressage. Failure to do so will incur elimination.
23. Stall cards are provided. Please fill out your stall cards with contact information and post on your horses stall.
24. Some competitors may have participated in event organizing or course construction.

25. When entering the Vermilion Ag Society Grounds please use the Exhibitor Entrance. Turn right on the west side of the Provincial Building and follow the road to the barns and camping area.
26. Family members of the officials may be competing in this show.
27. Dress Code:  Any style of dress is accepted.  Shirts are mandatory. Shorts, sandals or flipflops are not permitted.  Gloves are recommended and a whip in hand is required.  
28. Grooms/Navigators:  Grooms may provide assistance to the driver at any time including dressage, cones and derby by reading the test or directing the driver.  
29. Any safe vehicle is accepted. Reflectors and slow moving vehicle signs are not required. Pneumatic carriage wheels are acceptable. At higher levels, solid wheels are recommended. Spares kit is optional. Must carry a halter and lead rope.
30. Bell boots, shin boots, protective hoof boots and leg wraps may be used in all competitions.
31. As this is a Triple Drive event, competitors will drive all 3 competitions (each competition consisting of three events: Dressage, Cones and Derby) in the morning on Saturday, in the afternoon on Saturday and in the morning on Sunday. 

DIVISION INFORMATION

TRAINING - For green or less experienced horses and/or drivers. This is the best place to start if you or your horse have not competed at Pleasure Driving Shows, Driving Trials or Combined Driving Events.
PRELIMINARY - For horses or drivers with more driving experience who have competed successfully at several Pleasure Driving Shows, Training Level Driving Trials or Combined Driving Events.
